Japan has been involved in UMAP since the first conference organized by
the Australian Vice-Chancellors Committee (AVCC) to promote discussion
on educational cooperation in Asia and the Pacific. At the 5th UMAP
Reference Group Meeting, Japan proposed the establishment of a UMAP
secretariat and the proposal was welcomed with much appreciation. For a
full representation of the university sector in Japan, as well as to support
UMAP International Secretariat to be established in Japan (then in
Thailand, Taiwan and in Japan again from 2016), the Japan Association of
National Universities (JANU), the Japan Association of Public Universities
(JAPU), and the Federation of Japanese Private Colleges and Universities
Associations (FJPCUA) jointly established UMAP Japan National
Committee in April 1999 in cooperation with the Ministry of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT). UMAP Japan National
Committee aims to promote international educational exchange between
Japan and other countries of the Asia-Pacific region in line with the
policies of UMAP.
